The school will provide a survey of the basic science, the contemporary techniques and the latest applications in crystal growth and nucleation:

These topics will be covered by lectures, followed by discussion. There will also be the opportunity for informal workshops and special seminars, highlighting key application areas. The discussions after lectures and the workshops will aim to encourage a high level of student participation in the school, which will also be promoted by a poster session.
The Summer School will consist of three introductory sessions:

· Experimental techniques
